Wythe County - Crossroads of Southwest Virginia

Wythe County was well-known as a crossroads destination for weary travelers on the early frontier.
Today, in addition to being the most visited community in western Virginia, with more than 50,000
travelers passing through it each day, it is a key location for manufacturing and distribution. Located
at the intersection of -77 and I-81 (and future 1-74), Wytheville, the county’s largest town, retains its
beautiful vistas and inviting sense of community while at the same time providing many amenities
rare in small towns, such as scores of restaurants and nearly two dozen hotels. With 4 million people
living within 100 miles, Wythe County is home to world-class manufacturing operations such as
Kldckner Pentaplast of America, Pepsi Bottling Group, Gatorade, and Japanese-owned Wytheville
Technologies. Award-winning Progress Park, the county’s 1,210-acre industrial park, is located near
the intersecting interstates and provides key infrastructure, including rail and fiber optic
telecommunications, required by today’s competitive businesses. Investigate the many cost
advantages that locating in Wythe County can provide to your business.

LOCATION

Wythe County is strategically situated in southwestern Virginia at the intersection of two maor
interstate highways, 1-81, 1-77, and future I-74. Much of the county's 460 miles of land arealiesin a
broad, picturesque valley bordered by the Blue Ridge and Allegheny Mountain ranges. Traditionally,
Wythe County has been known as an agricultural county, athough in recent years manufacturing
operations have become increasingly important due to the interstate highway and rail transportation
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network.

Wythe County is 80 miles southwest of Roanoke; 70 miles northeast of Bristol, VirginiaTennessee;
and 300 miles southwest of Washington, D.C.

GOVERNMENT
Wythe County has a County Administrator and a seven-member Board of Supervisors.
The county has a comprehensive plan and a subdivision ordinance.

Wythevilleisthe county seat. Rural Retreat is the other incorporated town within the county.

TAXES

Localitiesin Virginia collect a 1% salestax. They do not tax other items taxed at the State level.

Counties and cities in Virginia are separate taxing entities. Therefore, a company pays taxes to either
acounty or to acity.

If a company is located in a town, it pays town and county taxes except for utility taxes which are
paid only to the town and the license tax which is paid only to the town unless town law permits the
additional collection of a county tax.
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Manufacturers pay real estate, machinery and tools, truck and automobile, utility, and sales taxes.

Nonmanufacturers pay rea estate, tangible personal property, truck and automobile, utility, and sales
taxes. They also may pay either amerchants capital or alicense tax.

COMMUNITY FACILITIES

County Community Hospital is a progressive 106-bed facility offering an emergency room, intensive
and coronary care unit and a number of other state-of-the-art services. The hospital has a heliport for
air ambulance service.

Ninety physicians and 11 dentists serve the medical needs of arearesidents.

Three nursing/convalescent centers are located in Wytheville and can accommodate 211 patients in
addition to 166 assisted-living patients. There is and adult daycare facility and several childcare
facilities for infants, preschool, and school-age children.

Primary commercial trade areas are located in and around the towns of Rural Retreat and Wytheville.
Wytheville's downtown center has remained a strong viable trade area, and local merchants work
closely with a downtown architectural committee to maintain a pleasant atmosphere for shopping.
Four neighborhood shopping centers are located in the community. Other retail and specialty stores
are located in trade areas throughout the county. The growth of factory outlet stores has become a
significant trend in Wythe County.

Over 100 churches are located in the county representing most Protestant denominations and the
Roman Catholic faith. The closest Jewish synagogues are in Bluefield, West Virginia and Roanoke.

LIFESTYLE

Wytheville Community College is at the center of many of the community's entertainment and
cultural events, including regular plays, concerts, musicals, and craft fairs. These events are
enthusiastically supported throughout the community. Area churches, schools, and social and civic
organizations also take a lead role in sponsoring a wide variety of recreational, historical, and
instructional opportunities. A most successful example is the Chautaugua Festival, sponsored by the
Wythe Arts Council, which celebrates the community's history, culture, and entertainment for a week
each summer.

Wytheville's public recreation department is active in administering a full range of youth and adult
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league sports, playground, and pool events. The department manages the Community Center that
includes a gymnasium and meeting rooms for any number of educational and social purposes. Wythe
County Recreational Department oversees Ager Recreational Park, which includes tennis and softball
facilities, a unique playground for children, and picnic facilities, as well as many other recreational
activities throughout the county. Both public and private 18-hole golf courses are available in Wythe
County with other courses nearby.

The Mount Rogers Recreation Area, Jefferson National Forest, Appaachian Trail, and Virginia
Highlands Horse Trail are located in the county and provide for virtually unlimited camping, hunting,
fishing, hiking, and horseback riding. Rural Retreat Lake and Campground has a 90-acre, fully
stocked lake, which is open for fishing year-round.

New River Trail State Park, Virginia s only linear state park, goes through Wythe County with much
frontage on the New River. The Trail, which was devel oped on abandoned right of way donated to the
Virginia Division of State Parks by Norfolk Southern Corporation, is ideal for hiking, bicycling and
horseback riding. The Shot Tower Historical State Park, adjacent to the New River Trail in Wythe
County, offers picnicking, river access, and parking.

Hunters and fishermen will find this region appealing as an extensive variety of game and fish are
native to the area. The Wytheville State Fish Hatchery annually stocks local lakes and streams with
over 110,000 pounds of brook, brown, and rainbow trout.

The Blue Ridge Parkway, with its remarkable scenery and fall colors, is less than one hour away.
Nearby parkway attractions include Groundhog Mountain Resort, Mabry's Mill with its 19th and 20th
century working demonstrations and exhibits, and Rocky Knob offering picnic shelters, game fields,
and camping facilities. Tourists and residents alike find many reasons to revisit this unique scenic
area.
